What types of projects can get a grant?

Beautification projects that clean or clear an area of trash and debris, graffiti, or other unsightly conditions. 

Landscaping projects that address blight/slum conditions (ie. property overgrown and not maintained) on public right of way.

Workshops that benefit neighborhood residents, that are cultural or skills building activities. 

Festivals or Neighborhood Pride activities that have a positive theme, positive images, address serious community issues, highlight positive aspects of the neighborhood and its residents, open to all residents and not-for-profit.

Other project ideas that improve neighborhoods, benefit and involve residents, and are realistic and well planned will also receive full consideration.

Selection Process

Projects will be selected by a review committee that includes members of the United Way Building Strong Neighborhoods Impact Council and people selected by each neighborhood that applies for a grant. One person from each neighborhood group is invited to participate in the decision process. Final selections will be approved by the United Way Board or Executive Committee.
